About the St. Vincent de Paul Society:

Founded in 1833 in Paris, France, the St. Vincent de Paul Society is an international organization of Catholic lay volunteers whose mission is to minister to the needy and the disadvantaged in the spirit of Jesus’ Gospel message as seen through the eyes of St. Vincent de Paul, our patron, and Blessed Frederic Ozanam, our founder. Members strive to become holy through their personal service to the poor. In the Diocese in 2010 there were St. Vincent de Paul Conferences in almost 60 parishes with approximately 750 members.

On the parish level, St. Vincent de Paul members have personal contact with and provide emergency assistance to those in need on a confidential basis, and are supported by donations from parishioners. If you know of anyone in need within your parish who might need assistance from St. Vincent de Paul, please have them contact the St. Vincent de Paul Conference within your parish.

On a community wide basis, while the St. Vincent de Paul Society of Greater Cleveland no longer operates thrift stores or has any association with the Cleveland Furniture Bank, it does conduct the Annual Back to School and Blanket Sunday collections along with other drives for the benefit of the needy. In addition, the Society also helps coordinate the Ozanam Food Centers located at Holy Name, St. Philomena Churches and Ridge Road in southwest Cleveland plus assists the Cleveland Diocese ministry to Cuyahoga County Jail.
